The Conewago Municipal Authority Board held their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, July 3, 2007.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Hill at 7:10 P. M. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to
the flag

Chairman Hill welcomed everyone to the meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Elvin Hitz suggested that guard rails be installed at the curve on Ridge Road at the pump station. It
was reported that installation of guard rails will be reviewed by the Road Master for future planning and
an open gate should be installed at the pump station.

MINUTES OF JUNE 3. 2007 - A motion by Rochat second by Luttrell to approve the minutes of June
5, 2007 as submitted. Motion carried.

DTMA’S REPORT — Mr. Paul Gross reported that they are almost finished on Ridge Road. They have
approximately 6 more laterals to install on Ridge Road and then the main line will be finished. After
that they will be moving to the other end of Ridge Road. They will start at the pump station by the
Township Building and go to Route 743, Right on Route743 to Schoolhouse Road intersection.

We are still not sure if the line will run in front or behind a few homes along Old Hershey Rd, from
Ridge Road toward the small creek. We are still working on this. It was reported that temporary paving
will be done on Ridge Road week of July 9, 2007.

Change #2 — The change order #2 is for the increase in diameter for the pipe from 27 to 2 /2" from the
pump station to the top which is already installed. It is $2.00 per foot increase or a total of $3.524.00.
This was changed in order to use existing single phase electric than additional cost of 3 phase running to
the pump station. A motion by Rochat second by Luttrell that we approve change order #2 dated June
13, 2007 in the amount of $3,524.00 for changing the size of the pipe from 27 to 2 1/2”. Motion carried.
(we previously approved change order #1 in the amount of $3,788.00 minus) Copies of these change
orders will be kept by the Authority, DTMA, & HRG. Both of these changes will be put in with the next
PennVest application.

It was noted that changes in excess of $25,000.00 must be pre-approved by PennVest.

ENGINEER’S REPORT - This report was given by Mr. Matt Cichy, HRG.

Audit Report - During the last 2 weeks we were audited by the State Auditors. It was noted that Mark
Derr, HRG attended the pre-audit conference. Mark noted there were 2 parts to the audit. The one was
project controls review and the performance audit where they pulled every check and invoice that was
submitted to PennVest to make sure it was used for the project. They found a $2,000.00 bill in the
approved application but that bill was never paid by the Authority. A few other items that were not
labeled as the auditors felt they should be labeled. We made the adjustments as they saw fit. Looking
for the Engineer’s stamp & seal on every one of the drawings and manual was another example.

We were extremely pleased with the audit. A letter must be signed by our Solicitor, Peter Henninger and
mailed into the Auditors stating that we have no legal litigation pending.

Minority & Women’ s Business Enterprise Firm Utilization Report for the first quarter of 2007 IS
presented for the Authority’s review and execution.

A motion by Rochat second by Miller to execute the Minority & Women’s Business Enterprise Firm
Utilization Report for the 2" quarter. Motion carried. Two original reports need to be sent into to DEP
and a copy will be kept in the office.

Mazzuca’s Enterprises submitted Application for Payment #4 in the amount of $292,797.36 for work
accomplished up to June 8th, 2007 which should be paid by August 2, 2007. A motion by Hill second
by Rochat to approve Application for Payment #4 in the amount of $292,797.36. Motion carried.
PENNVEST:

It was noted that PennVest Application # 4 was approved and receivecd by us in the amount of
$355,632.38. PennVest Application #5 was received by PennVest in the amount of $355,704.37 but was
not approved as of today. PennVest Application #6 is ready for the Authority to approve and submit to
PennVest in the amount of $302,713.82. A motion by Rochat second by Luttrell to submit Application
#6 in the amount of $302,713.82 for approval. Motion carried.

SOLICITORS REPORT - Solicitor Peter Henninger reported that he still needs 4 additional right-of-
ways for the additional 15 feet. -{Fred Weaver, Leroy Horning, Greg Hill, and Universal Tirey i4=
We were talking about adopting DTMA's Rules & Regulations. It was noted that we already did adopt
